Name:  Percy H. and Harriet P. Stone House  
Location:  4802 Taylor Road, Savannah, Chatham County
Description:  The Percy H. and Harriet P. Stone House is approximately four miles southeast of downtown Savannah and immediately south of Savannah State University’s campus. It is a two-story, wood-frame side hall house built in the 1890s with additions dating to the 1930s and 1950s. The hipped roof house is clad in c.1930s cedar shingles and features historic patterned, multilight-over-single light windows on the façade, exposed rafter tails, and many original, two-over-two wood windows on secondary elevations. Alterations over time include reorientation of the main entrance in 1938 and replacement of the front porch in the 1950s. The property also includes a historic two-story garage, ruins of a barn, and ruins a dock along Country Club Creek.
Acreage & Boundary Explanation:  1.478 acres, the remaining intact acreage historically associated with the Stones
Period of Significance:  1933-1977
NR Criterion & Areas of Significance:  Criterion B, Black Ethnic Heritage and Social History 
Statement of Significance:  The Percy H. and Harriet P. Stone House is significant at the state level under Criterion B in the areas of Black ethnic heritage and social history for its association with Percy Stone, the first African American state leader of a 4-H club in Georgia and for the instrumental role he played in the growth and development of the 4-H program in Savannah and neighboring counties. The property is also significant at the local level under Criterion B in the area of social history for its association with Harriet Peeler (H.P.) Stone for her role in establishing Savannah’s Head Start program and as a charter member of the Savannah Chapter of Jack and Jill of America Inc.
