POLICY UPDATES
HB 346 SIGNED INTO LAW
HB 346 passed in the House and Senate.  Georgia is now one of 41 states in the US
that prohibit a landlord from retaliating against tenants, using the eviction process
against tenants who report unsafe or unhealthy living conditions in their home.
