For projects with adverse effects (36 CFR § 800.6), the documentation must include a memorandum of agreement with the SHPO and, where applicable, Advisory Council on Historic Preservation.

	Floodplain Management

[24 CFR 55, Executive Order 11988]


	
	The documentation must include a Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) to confirm whether the site is within a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA).  
Compliance is different for the two project options below:

1. If the site is within a SFHA and the rehabilitation costs are less 50% of the market value before rehabilitation, the documentation must indicate that pursuant to 24 CFR § 55.12(b)(2) the floodplain decision making process does not apply.  

2. If the site is within a SFHA and the project is either an individual action (demo/reconstruction) or rehabilitation with costs that are equal to or exceed 50% of the market value before rehabilitation, the documentation must show compliance with 24 CFR § 55.20, which requires two public notices, study of alternatives and mitigation.

	Wetland Protection

	This regulation does not apply to actions involving existing single family homes for acquisition, rehabilitation or resale with out soil disturbance.

If the foot print of the building is not expanded and the project involves no other activities that involve soil disturbance – the documentation should state there is no soil disturbance so there is no potential for impact to a wetland.
If the footprint is expanded, the documentation must include a determination if the site could impact a wetland.  If wetlands are present compliance with the EO is required.

	Coastal Zone Management Act

[Sections 307(c), (d)]


	
	This regulation does not apply to actions involving existing single family homes because additional construction will not occur.

	Sole Source Aquifers

	This regulation does not apply to actions involving existing single family homes because additional demand is not created.

	Endangered Species Act

	It is unlikely that actions involving existing single family homes will have an effect on endangered species.

If the foot print of the building is not expanded and the project involves no other activities that involve soil disturbance, vegetation removal, or unusually loud noise – the documentation should state that a finding of no effect is being made (50 CFR § 402.13[a]) because there is no potential for impact from single family rehabilitation. (local government can make this determination)

	Wild and Scenic Rivers Act

[Sections 7(b), and (c)]


	
	This regulation does not apply to actions involving existing single family homes for acquisition, rehabilitation or resale with out soil disturbance.

	Clean Air Act  - [Sections 176(c), (d),

 and 40 CFR 6, 51, 93]


	
	This regulation does not apply to actions involving existing single family homes because new emissions are not created.

Documentation should state that rehabilitation does not require additional compliance with the CAA because no development is created that would contribute to air pollution (40 CFR § 93.153[c][2])).  However, you must still comply with the Clean Air Act, OSHA and EPA (administered through the State) requirements for demolition and removal of material containing asbestos and lead – State requirements vary.


	Farmland Protection Policy Act

[7 CFR 658]


	
	This regulation does not apply to actions involving existing single family homes because it does not involve a conversion of land use.

Documentation should state that no important farmlands will be affected because this is an rehabilitation, demolition or reconstruction activity that will not result in a change of use that could affect farmland (7 CFR § 658.3[c]).

	Environmental Justice

	If there is an environmental impact, the grantee will need to determine if the site or neighborhood suffers from disproportionate adverse health and environmental effects relative to the community at large (use census data).

	The documentation must include a map that shows whether the site is within 3,000 feet of a railroad, 1,000 feet of a major highway, or 15 miles or an airport. If the noise levels are “Normally Unacceptable” or “Unacceptable” mitigation must be considered. 

	Explosive and Flammable Operations

	This regulation does not apply to actions involving existing single family homes if the project is not increasing the number of families occupying the house  – the documentation should state there is no potential increase in occupancy so compliance with this part is not required (24 CFR § 51.20).

	Hazardous, Toxic or Radioactive

Materials & Substances 

[24 CFR 58.5(i)(2)]


	
	For single family rehabilitation, demolition or reconstruction a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ASTM Standard E-1527-05) is not required.  
However, documentation must be provided to show that the site is free of hazards that could affect the health and safety of potential occupants, or conflict with the intended use of the property.  

	Airport Clear Zones and Accident

Potential Zones [24 CFR 51D]


	
	The documentation must include a map that shows whether the site is within 2,500 feet of a civilian airport, or 15,000 feet of military airport.  If the site is within 2,500 feet of a civil airport or 15,000 feet of a military airfield you must determine if the site is in the airport Clear Zone or Accident Potential Zone and document the file with a map.  If the site is within an airport Clear Zone or accident potential zone funding is discouraged for major rehab.  The Part 58 Certifying Official may allow the acquisition and minor rehabilitation project (24 CFR § 51.304) but the occupant must sign the special notification form that advises the occupant of the risk involved in living in an airport clearzone or accident potential zone (24 CFR § 51.303[a][3]).

	No Federal funding for development on Coastal Barrier Resource Areas.

	Flood Insurance 
	
	There are different requirements for State Funds and Local Government Funds:

1. If the project is receiving State NSP funds, flood Insurance is not required if the building is in the 100-year floodplain (a.ka. SFHA) unless the State has their own requirement.  

2. If the project is receiving city or county administered NSP funds, flood insurance is  required if the building is in the 100 year flood plain 

	Clear Zone Notification
	
	Clear Zone notification is required if assistance is provided for property acquisition or disposition and the site is located in the Clear Zone.
