Applicants
that seek to build in one of these areas solely for points may find that market and economic considerations will adversely affect the
ability of the project to be selected for funding.

Competitive Funding Round. Please note that there may be significant market issues for projects in these areas particularly if the
HFDD has funded projects in 2007-2013. Next to each community is a number that reflects the HFDD projects funded in these
areas in 2007, 2008, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013. Before you choose to submit an application in one of these areas,
applicants should carefully analyze whether there is sufficient market and whether the proposed application will adversely affect
an HFDD project which is undergoing lease up.  
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
